DEI Types of Space 
Serenity Space: Space for neurodivergent people, people to meditate, religious prayer space. 
	Items that could be in space/would require funding: comfortable seating (chairs, lounges, couch, napping pods), calming lighting, vinyl weighted blankets, fidgets, pray rugs, yoga matts, white noise machines. 
	Based on religious needs and space could be considered prayer space for all or any sorts of religious backgrounds. Some schools have spaces for cleansing for religious purposes. I have only seen one school with a bathing cleansing space attached and it had gender segregated spaces or single person spaces and was one of the largest schools in the country. 
Equitable Bathrooms/All Gender bathrooms/Bathrooms without any gender signage:
Equitable bathrooms go beyond all gender work and consider how the space of bathrooms which is essential to all people is more then just a toilet where wheel chairs may go and even that pends ease. How the space is open for access, is there menstrual products available in that bathroom (men, women, and all gender), are there changing tables, sharps containers, etc. Are there showers in any bathrooms for the support of houseless students or students experiencing water shut off or unsafe water conditions where they live. 
Considering the signage and how easy is it to know what is in the bathroom when I walk up to the door, do I have to go in with my two kids, stroller and diaper bag, just to find out there isn’t a changing table or can I see there is before I go in or not? How well can I see the signage from afar? Does it guide me to know where alternative bathroom choices are? 
Stalls and how safe and anonymous are we making the stall space? There are a lot of examples of stalled hubs that are floor to ceiling closed in that open to a sink area that is open. Bathrooms are a place of violence for various communities, how can we make them feel safe and be safer. 
Note: the part where there is no gender signage is taking root in liberal cities and spaces where regardless of stalls or single occupancy the room just says “Bathroom”. Most schools still choose “all gender” or “gender neutral” bathrooms, neutral is an older term but still used and less used now because the idea is its not neutral, people who use an all gender bathroom still often have gender its just not fixed or a binary or it is I use all gender bathrooms all the time so all gender is often a better choice term.
Lactation Space 
Spaces with all needs for a person who is breastfeeding/pumping. Comfortable chair , changing table and child seat. Microwave for cleaning pump, sink with running water, table for pumping items, electrical access. A fridge that is accessible, not in the lactation space incase someone else is using it. Fridge should be accessible or labeled with clear hours, it should also be in a safe space that is not just publicly open so no one can tamper with the milk or accidently consume or use the milk. 

Classroom Universal Design:
 	Universal design provides a really wide range of mobility for the class to engage in different kinds of learning, hands on, lecture, small group, where all students feel they are able to access space and tools. Sitting, standing, moving space, that inspires teachers to create an educational setting that serves all learners. 
· Movable tables, standing and sitting tables, tables that can be nested so the space can be desk free. 
· Chairs that fit various sizes of people and will hold comfortably people of larger sizes yet movable for various arrangements.
· Alternative forms of seating (wobble stools, balls, etc.) 
· Sets of whiteboards for collaboration or movable white boards for collaboration 
· Smart screens for innovative teaching
Student Lounges and Equity Spaces (universal design):
Spaces dedicated to supporting specific historically underrepresented groups. Affinity spaces, student lounges, justice and equity spaces, etc. Asian American Affinity space could be in the student lounge but it could also be separate, and safe space for a group is not necessarily the same as learning space such as a justice center for education and learning for any student regardless of background. (THEY HAVE TO BE BIGGER THAN A CLOSET! Worthwhile to consider what would make a lounge… or space… that actually serves students when we score things) Inclusive design also includes the representation and art in spaces and design of spaces (exp: long houses often have fire pits, or are using natural elements that are a part of historic indigenous architecture, A space designed for different cultures may suggest you take off your shoes at the door providing space to stick your shoes or lowered tables) 
NOTE: All suggestions should come with input and work from the community in which it represents perhaps putting a piece in the scoring guide about community collaboration, student input, underrepresented community work etc. 
More than ADA compliance: 
· Study rooms built for neurodivergence, disable bodies, people of size, etc.
· Standing sitting tables in all classrooms that don’t require an accommodation or disability disclosure
· Making signage visible and easy to follow color schemes that are appropriate for contract and low vision needs. 
· Lighting that is better for neurodivergence
· More than just wheel chair accessible in specific size but actual maneuverability. 
· Better use of Tactile pavement, Perkins school for the blind did an article where the person writing states that they would love to see it on their college campus delineating directionality of walking, or at land marks to help mental mapping of campus. Tactile pavement can also be used to show how to get to a specific place, types of tactile pavement that lead to a specific building or office. Potentially inside a building leading to bathrooms or important spaces. Perkins School of the Blind Fast Facts about tactile pavement
