The American Lung Association in Washington is excited to announce a grant opportunity of $750-1,000 to fund student-led tobacco prevention and control projects at ten colleges, universities, or vocational schools across Washington State.
We are looking for students eager to raise awareness to support strengthening anti-tobacco policies on campus. Through activism and advocacy, students have the opportunity to engage with stakeholders and decision makers to improve the health of their campus community.
100% smoke and tobacco free environments are one of the most effective interventions for reducing tobacco use.  All K-12 campuses in Washington state are smoke and tobacco free environments – why not keep all places of learning free of tobacco use?
99% of all tobacco users start smoking by the age of 26. Tobacco may sound less dangerous than other issues facing college students, such as illicit drugs, alcohol abuse, car accidents, and suicide—but tobacco will kill more people this year than all of those other factors combined. In fact, if current trends continue, 104,000 young people alive in Washington today will die prematurely due to the effects of tobacco.
The tobacco industry invests deeply in marketing its deadly products to young people. Each year in Washington State, the tobacco industry spends over $88 million on advertising alone, influencing young people to start smoking and making it harder for people to quit. 
We think that’s wrong. You probably think it’s wrong too. So what can you do about it? STAND up and use your power for positive change!
This grant opportunity is open to all students. No previous experience working with tobacco related issues is necessary to get involved! In this application, we want to hear your group’s ideas for a campus-based STAND project and how this grant opportunity fits into your plans for the 2017-2018 school year.

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2017 Application Instructions
Grant Description, Application Instructions and Grant Process

Purpose:  College students are known to be effective change agents.  This opportunity engages Washington students in a statewide movement against tobacco use on campus. Student engagement is the cornerstone of this initiative.

Description: Grant recipients will be awarded funds to conduct projects that combat tobacco use on campus. To fulfill the grant, your project must include two components; one advocacy and one activism-based effort or activity:
· Advocacy: Take action to strengthen your campus’s tobacco-related policy to improve campus community health. 

· Activism: An activity, project, or event to raise awareness about the threat tobacco poses to young people and to encourage stronger tobacco-control policies for their campus.  The event must support the group’s advocacy goal. 

Grantees will be awarded $750 with which to complete their project.  A supplemental award of $250 may be available after the initial award based on need and availability of funds.

Student Role: You are at the forefront of healthy change for your campus community. This grant opportunity provides you with training, tools and resources, while funding your efforts to take action and make your voice heard to create community change. Students take the leading role in completing the grant application, planning and implementing the activism and advocacy work and completing the final grant report.

Staff/Faculty Advisor Role: Each student group must have an adult advisor who ensures that grant money is well spent and oversees submission of expense receipts. Students are to take the leading role in completing the grant application, planning activism and advocacy efforts and completion of the final grant report.

Acceptable use of grant funds: Grant funds must be used to support tobacco prevention and control efforts on campus. Students will develop a project plan clearly outlining the specific activism and advocacy activities they will conduct in the 2017-2018 school year and submit the plan for approval. Grant funding should support the activities outlined in the approved project plan and can be used for meetings, trainings, materials and supplies, food and refreshments; photocopies; transportation to project activities or events; postage and shipping; equipment rental or purchase. 
All grant activities must be completed by May 15, 2018 and final reports will be due by May 31, 2018. Extensions will not be given and grantees will be expected to spend all allocated funds within the grant timeline.
Workshops: If your group’s grant application is approved, you will be required to send 2-3 representatives to one of two offered STAND Weekend Workshops held on November 4-5 or December 2-3 (Locations will be determined based on location of grantees). Expenses for lodging, most meals, and transportation will be covered by the American Lung Association in Washington. Lung Association staff will assist you in making travel arrangements. 
The first afternoon of the 2-day workshop will involve training in “Tobacco 101” and preliminary activities that will provide students the chance to network with other STAND group representatives from across the state and share ideas for improving campus community health.

The next day, the workshop will provide training in advocacy, policy change, health promotion and community engagement. Time will be given to allow group representatives to begin planning specific STAND activities with support from American Lung Association staff. 
Requirements for Grant Recipients:

1. All grantees be a registered student organization or sponsored by a campus department. The sponsoring organization or campus department must be willing to assume fiscal responsibility for the funds awarded and must complete and submit a W-9 in order for grant funds to be distributed. 
2. All grantees must have a Faculty/Staff Advisor that works with and supports the student group leading the project and who acts as the primary contact. The advisor ensures submission of the final report by the deadline, appropriate use of grant funds and submission of expense receipts.

3. All grantees must have a minimum of 5 students and 1 adult staff/faculty advisor involved in the project.
4. Each grantee must send two to three student representatives to one STAND Weekend Workshop: 
November 4-5   OR
 December 2-3 
The workshop will take place over two days. Location(s) are to be determined, but we are looking at holding STAND workshops in central locations for those who are accepted. Travel and hotel stay for one night will be paid for by the American Lung Association. 
5. All grantees must plan and implement a minimum of two activities or events; one focused on advocacy and one on activism to elevate tobacco-related issues on campus.  
Reporting:

1. Grantees will attend check-in meetings quarterly via telephone or in-person with American Lung Association staff in Washington.
2. Grantees must provide a mid-project update on March 15, 2018 on group activities and ongoing efforts and a year-end report describing activities and how grant funds were spent with documentation and receipts by May 31, 2018.
3. All grantees must share copies of any materials produced, photographs taken, and media coverage earned as a result of grant activities with American Lung Association staff.
Notice to Applicants: Grant recipients and their advisors may not receive funding or have affiliations or contractual relationships with any tobacco company, its affiliates or subsidiaries, or its parent company
Application Process: The grant application has two parts - the student portion and the Faculty/Staff advisor portion. The student portion of the application must be completed by a member of the student group and the Advisor portion must be completed by the designated Staff/Faculty member. All sections must be complete and included in your submission in order for your application to be considered. Deadline for submission is 5:00 PM on Friday, September 29, 2017. If you are unable to submit your application electronically, please inform us in advance that you will be sending your application via regular mail.
