Attached is the fourth allocation of operating funds for FY 2017-18.  Attachment One displays total allocations by fund through this allocation.  Attachment Two displays the individual items for this allocation by district.  Attachment Three displays FTE by enrollment category.  Attachment Four displays the Worker Retraining funding and associated FTE.  Attachment Five displays the Facilities Maintenance and Operations (M&O) funds available for allocation throughout the fiscal year.
Adv. Manufacturing Tech Center Debt Services- Capital Projects Account (060-BA0)
Due to a project delay, funds provided to Clover Park for debt service in Allocation #2 are removed and returned to future reserves.  
Administrators of Color Mentoring Program – General Fund State (001-101)
A one-time transfer of $15,000 from State Board Administration to Renton Technical College is provided to support the Administrators of Color Mentoring Program.  
These funds are earmarked by the State Board and must be used for the purpose provided. This allocation is one-time.
Guided Pathways– General Fund State (001-CA1)
In a joint grant effort with College Spark, the second round of Guided Pathways funds are allocated to the following colleges in the amount of $100,000 each:
Clover Park Technical College

Lower Columbia College                                       

Renton Technical College

Spokane Falls Community College

Tacoma Community College
These funds are provisoed by the Legislature and must be used for the purpose provided. This allocation is ongoing. 
Maintenance and Operations (M&O) – Capital Projects Account (060-BA0)
Funding is allocated to support the maintenance and operation of the Olympic College Instruction Center.  Occupancy is certified for 7 months of FY 2018 resulting in a 58% allocation. In FY 2019, this amount will be annualized to include 100% of the funding provided by the Legislature.
In accordance with State Board policy, this M&O allocation will be placed in Safe Harbor for four years.  
Opportunity Grant – General Fund State (001-101)
The Opportunity Grant funding provided to nine colleges is a reallocation of funds held in reserve and funds returned by one college.
These funds are earmarked by the State Board and must be used for the purpose provided. This allocation is one-time and will not be added to the base allocation.

Para-Educators Bill – General Fund State (001-CM1)
This allocation distributes $124,000 to 15 colleges and SBCTC Administration to participate in a statewide group to develop common courses and standardized foundational certificates.  This also allocates an extra $4,000 to Lower Community College for a faculty member to participate on the Professional Educators Standards Board.
These funds are provisoed by the Legislature and must be used for the purpose provided. This allocation is one-time funding.
