Return to Play Guidelines and NWAC 2021 Winter and Spring Sports

Commissioners:

Yesterday the NWAC Executive Board discussed and approved the Northwest Athletic Conference Return to Play Health and Safety Polices Manual.  Attached you will find the manual.  Following are a couple of important issues that you, your staff, student-athletes, and your institution understand:

· These protocols are intended to provide consistency across the NWAC as the conference spans two countries and three states. Should there be a discrepancy between federal, state, and local health guidelines, member institutions must follow the stricter guidelines. Compliance with these policies will help to ensure that the NWAC has the possibility of competing this year. 

· All member institutions are to adopt these policies or align their institutional athletic policies with the policies set forth in this document. This document also serves to provide guidance on scenarios that also are not policy. 

· Early next week this document will be sent to the state health authorities and respective governor’s offices of the states in which NWAC member colleges compete.
· Failure to comply or enforce these policies may be subject to disciplinarty action from the NWAC.
